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Assessment Area Maps and Descriptions


In an effort to determine the geographic locations of existing loan customers and recently denied loan applicants, the following procedures were followed:

1. Existing Loan Customers – As of February 28, 2026 the total number of Bank loans with a balance was 4,788. The Bank audit program used the Random number function in Excel to draw a sample from the total loan population. Once each loan generated a random number, it was sorted by largest to smallest number and using this method, the first 192 loans were selected from the total population. Adequacy of sample size was determined with the equation n = N/1+Ne, where n = sample size, N = number in population, and e = the allowable error expressed as a decimal. This equation assumes a 95% confidence level for the results. Re-arranging this equation to solve for e yields: e = N-n / nN. With N = 4,788 and n = 192, solving this equation for e yields an allowable error of 4%. Thus, we can be 95% sure that a sample of 192 loans from the population of 4,788 loans is accurate with an allowable error of only 4% - the sample of 192 loans is adequate for this purpose. The addresses of all loan customers in the sample were plotted using detailed mapping software (see attachment 1). Locations were not color coded by office. The overall results are described below. 
2. Denied Loan Applications – The geographic locations of denied applicants were plotted from addresses on the denial forms as follows: Dennison Office – All denials from 2/1/2025–2/28/2026, 10 total denials; New Philadelphia Offices – All denials from 2/1/2025–2/28/2026, 39 total denials; Gnadenhutten Office – All denials from 2/1/2025–2/28/2026, 16 total denials; Dover Office – All denials from 2/1/2025–2/28/2026 with 358 total denials. The grand total of 423 total denials plotted should be representative of the population. Locations were color coded as follows: Dennison office – red; Dover office - purple; Gnadenhutten office - green; New Philadelphia office – blue. As a note, one customer is not visible on the map given their location (i.e. PA AND UT). The overall results are described below.
Results

Existing Loan Customers – 

Loan customer locations appear evenly disbursed throughout Tuscarawas County. Customer locations also appear evenly disbursed throughout the cities and villages in Tuscarawas County. Locations in the sample broken down by county are:

The table shows that 90.10% of sample loan locations were in the Bank’s defined community of Tuscarawas and the six contiguous counties with 71.36% in Tuscarawas County. Of the 192 sample loans located out of the Bank’s defined community, a safe assumption is that many of the customers were located within the community when the loan was made and moved outside at a later date or were an indirect automobile deal sent to us from a local dealer. 
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Denied Loan Applications – 

Locations of applicants denied loans appear evenly disbursed throughout Tuscarawas County. Denied applicant locations also appear evenly disbursed throughout the cities and villages in Tuscarawas County with no concentrations apparent. This compares well with the above results for existing customers. Locations broken down by county are
